Moriah’s parents work here in Manila.  His mother 
works in a midwife clinic that delivers up to 100 babies 
a month to poor Filipinos that cannot afford the hospital 
prices.  Moriah’s father helps manage a small factory 
that makes hand-made paper and soap - providing the 
urban poor with jobs and supporting the local pastors.  
Attending local Filipino schools for 4 years while his 
parents learned the Tagalog language allowed Moriah 
to also learn the local language.  He started at Faith in 
7th grade.  After graduating, Moriah will attend the 
University of the Philippines and play basketball on the 
UP team.  He plans to study sports science with hopes 
to use it in ministry in the future. 
 
David has lived in the Philippines for the last 15 years 
with his folks.  They are involved in ministry in the 
southern city of Davao.  His father works to coordinate 
short-term mission trips throughout Southeast Asia for 
both American and Filipino youth.  David came to Faith 
as a freshman after attending the southern campus of 
Faith Academy located in Davao for the first 8 years of  
school.  While at Faith Academy in Manila he lives in a 
dorm.  He is planning to take a “gap” year and teach 
PE at the Faith campus in Davao.

Davi is not yet sure where he will go for 
further schooling but will probably stay in the 
Philippines to study international business at a 
university here.  He says it would be difficult to 
return to Brazil for higher education due to the 
varieties of education he has received as an MK.   
 
Her father 
works as a manager in a company in Holland while 
she lives in the Philippines with her mother.  She 



has been at Faith for just a year and a half.  After 
graduating she will be moving to Holland and hopes to 
study in a university there.  She would love to return to 
Asia at some time in her future. 
 
Green is a Korean/American.  His parents are Korean 
born and raised but Green was born in the US during 
some time they spent there.  At 16 he had to choose 
his citizenship and became an American at that time.  
His father is now a pastor of a large Korean church in 
Korea.  Green has attended Faith since 9th grade, living 
with another Korean family here.  He will attend 
Northwestern University in Illinois and go on to med 
school after 4 years there. 
 
From this small sampling of the 78 seniors that will 
graduate on May 29, you can see that we have a very 
diverse group of students here at Faith Academy.  We 
have really enjoyed getting to know many of them as 
classmates of our son, Micah.  And, it will be sad to 
see them move on.  Please pray with us for each of 
them as they find their way in this world, that they 
would have good closure of their time here at Faith and 
make wise choices in the future.  And thank you for 
investing in their lives as you faithfully support us in our 
ministry at Faith Academy through your prayers and 
financial gifts. 
 
As for our family, Micah will attend a community 
college in the Twin Cities area starting in the fall.  He 
hopes to study to be a teacher’s aide.  He would love 
to return to the Philippines to work at Faith Academy 

and participate in a basketball ministry to the 
Filipinos.  In the more immediate future, he plans to 
travel to the US on June 1 and then work at Trout 
Lake Camp for the summer.  Although he won’t be 
making any money, he loves to work with kids and 
sees this as a great opportunity to refine his skills! 
 
Caleb and Sandy have the unique opportunity to 
take a trip to Korea soon after school is done.  A 
Korean, and former Faith Academy teacher, has 
offered to host and coordinate a trip for any staff 
member at Faith that would like to come learn more 
about the Korean country and culture.  Because of 
the increasing number of Korean students, Sandy 
and Dan felt that this was a unique opportunity that 
could not be ignored.  And, because Dan will be 
busy supervising the many maintenance projects 
on campus during that time, Caleb and Sandy will 
travel to Korea without him.  They will be in Korea 
from June 2 – 8.

3 for six months to help Micah get settled.  Our 
house will be full to overflowing as Zach, our oldest, 
will be moving home for his last semester at Bethel.
